Getting Started and Backgrounds

This course uses FrontPage though there are many other software packages you can use. Many professional web designers use DreamWeaver.

· Load FrontPage

· Left click on ‘File’ and select ‘New’ then ‘Page’

· Double left click on ‘One Page Web’

· Left click on ‘index.htm’ in the left hand pane

The default page for a website after you key in the domain name is index.htm. So if you key into a browser, for instance www.claspthecarerscentre.org.uk Internet Explorer will automatically look for a page called index.htm and display it.

Note the name of the page at the top of the screen, when you click on file and save you need to save it in your personal directory or onto floppy. Always remember to take backups.

· Right click in the middle of your page in ‘Normal’ view

· Left click ‘Page Properties’

Choose a title for your website. The title is what will be displayed by search engine software such as Google and is important, as it is often the first part of your site that a visitor will see.

When choosing a background there are two main options, you can either use a picture background or you can choose a colour.

Choosing a colour is by far the easiest to implement and in fact many professional and aesthetically pleasing websites use white as a background.

There are a number of additional concerns when choosing a background picture.

· It is likely there will be areas of the page where the text will not be visible

· You need to choose the correct type of background otherwise your website will be slow

· You need to consider that the background will repeat

· You need to consider how the background will look on different sized screens

You will learn how to address these issues later. You will also notice there is an option to inherit a background from another page. Normally you set the background on your home page and inherit the background from that page for sub pages.

You can set the background colour in FrontPage by:

· Right click in the middle of your page in ‘Normal’ view

· Left click ‘Page Properties’

· Left click ‘Background’

· Left click ‘Background Color’

· Left click on your preferred colour
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
