Images

Images make a website more visually interesting but before you start inserting images consider is the image appropriate, does is add anything to the website, does it communicate more information or is it merely there to fill a space?

Also remember that images can take a long time to download, remember to select the right file type.

You can insert an image in FrontPage by:

· Left click on ‘Insert’

· Left click on ‘Picture’

· Left click on ‘File’

Then select the image you require.

You cannot drag and drop images in FrontPage in the same way that you can in Word so tables are often used to position it more precisely.

Once the image is where you require you can change the properties of the image by:

· Right clicking on the image and then select ‘Picture Properties’

Here you can change many of the properties of the image including resizing the image and setting borders.

Notice the heading ‘text’ under alternative resolutions. This is the text that is displayed when the user hovers over the image. You should always enter some appropriate text as those with poor eyesight or who are unable to see rely on this as their browsers may ‘speak’ this information to them. For instance if you had a set of four pictures illustrating how to tie a knot the text description could explain each stage of the process.

Left click on the image and you should see a toolbar appear at the bottom of your screen. You can also use this method of changing the properties of the picture.

By clicking on the third icon from the left on this toolbar you can create a thumbnail of your image to create a small version of your image to save download time. If the user wants to see the larger picture they can click on it.
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
